As for changes in portfolio positioning, the Fund continued to invest capital into current and new positions. A recent
investment involves the Fund's participation in a residual interest within a private receivables securitization program. This
program predominantly focuses on prime and near-prime consumer installment loans originated by an AI-driven
CreditTech platform. The platform serves consumers directly, as well as e-commerce and point-of-sale (POS) partners,
and lending institutions. The transaction is sponsored by a well-established $31 billion asset management firm, founded in
2008, specializing in credit strategies. In addition to this, the Fund has continued to make investments in Commercial
Mortgage-Backed Securities (CMBS), adding to three existing positions in the portfolio. These additions consist of follow-
on investments in AA and A-rated bonds, which are backed by hotels/resorts, manufactured housing communities, and
industrial properties. Furthermore, the Fund has provided a first-lien term loan for artworks financing. This facility is
secured by a collection of 40 artworks. The core allocation of the Fund primarily resides in private credit and real estate
debt opportunities, constituting approximately 70% of its assets as of September 30, 2023.

3Q23 Performance Highlights

During the third quarter of 2023, the Fund achieved a return of 1.30%. The Fund's performance was bolstered by its
allocation to income generating alternative investments, which played a significant role in driving the positive results.
Notably, investments in Real Estate and Private Credit were the primary contributors to both returns and income during the
quarter.

However, there were certain factors that had a negative impact on the Fund's performance. One such factor was the
allocation to investments in structured notes, which was adversely affected by changes in public market conditions. As a
result, these particular investments acted as a detractor to the overall performance during the quarter.

We continue to see opportunities in Private Credit and expect to take advantage of market dislocations in our effort to drive
overall returns for the Fund and its shareholders.
